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Double Bubble is a thinking skills activity that highlights similarities and differences. It’s a very good way to show children how much they do know, and to teach them that even if God is one, religions are many. The simplicity of the activity often makes the depth of thinking and connecting a surprise. Writing is not needed.

This simple story based approach to beginning learning about Muslims and Christians is open to the exploration of attitudes and respect. Teachers can ask: Are we all the same? In what ways are we all different?  What matters to Mary? To Ahmed? What if Mary and Ahmed were friends? What else do we know about religions? What matters to us, and how does it show in what we do?
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
