LEVELS OF ATTAINMENT – GOOD & EVIL

GUIDANCE

LEVEL 1
Pupils will be able to talk about their own experiences and feelings of good and bad, happy and sad times in their lives. (AT2i)

They will be able to say what they wonder about the good and bad times in life. (AT2ii)

They will be able to recognise the story of Good Friday as a religious story and know that Jesus died on Good Friday. (AT1i)
They will be able to recognise some religious signs and symbols such as cross, sign of the cross, ashes etc and use some religious words such as Lent, Ash Wednesday, Easter, and cross. (AT1ii)

They will be able to recognise that Lent is a religious season and a time to look for good and thoughtful things to do for others as Jesus did. (AT1iii)
LEVEL 2
Pupils will be able to ask and respond to questions about good and bad things that happen to people and how they respond. (AT2i)

They will be able to retell some of the stories of Holy Week and know that Easter is the most important feast. (AT1i)

They will be able to describe some ways in which Christians try to turn away from bad and do good during Lent. (AT1iii)

They will be able to use religious words and phrases to describe some of the religious actions and symbols associated with Lent, such as ashes on the forehead, respecting the cross, washing of the feet etc (AT1ii)

They will be able to ask questions about what they and others wonder about Lent and Easter and realise that some of these questions are difficult to answer. (AT2ii)

LEVEL 3
Pupils will be able to make links between the Holy Week stories and belief in Jesus overcoming evil. (AT1i)
They will be able to make links between some parables, including the Pharisee and the tax collector, and how Jesus helped people to recognise good from evil and overcome temptation.

They will be able to give reasons for some religious actions and symbols used during lent, such as blessing with ashes and veneration of the Cross. (AT1ii)

They will be able to give reasons why Catholic Christians search for ways they can live good lives and turn away from bad things during Lent. ( AT1iii)

They will be able to make links to show how the struggle between what is good and bad affects their behaviour and that of others. ( AT2i)

They will be able to talk about and share with others the difficult questions they have around good and evil and compare their findings. (AT2ii)
LEVEL 4
Pupils will be able to show understanding of how a range of Scripture stories and Church teaching on Lent show how Jesus faced and overcame evil. ( AT1i)
They will be able to show understanding of some different Lenten and Easter liturgies, such as Ash Wednesday, a Penitential service, Good Friday Liturgy, Easter Vigil etc and make links between them. ( AT1ii)

They will be able to show understanding of how discernment, and belief in the triumph of good over evil at Easter, shapes life. ( AT1iii)

They will be able to show how their own and others’ decisions are informed by the Gospel values in some Scripture stories and prayers. ( AT2i)

They will be able to engage with and respond to questions around good and evil in the light of religious teaching. ( AT2ii)

LEVEL 5
Pupils will be able to identify sources of the belief in ‘good overcomes evil’ and explain how belief in ‘God raised Jesus to new life’ arises. ( AT1i)

They will be able to describe and explain the meaning and purpose of a variety of forms of Lenten and Easter worship, such as Stations of the Cross, Mass of the Lord’s Supper, Easter Vigil etc ( AT1ii)

They will be able to identify similarities and differences between people’s responses to issues around what is good and the best thing to do because of their religious belief. ( AT1iii)

They will be able to demonstrate how Church teaching on discernment gives some explanation of the meaning and purpose of life. ( AT2ii)
