CELEBRATIONS – I CAN STATEMENTS

LEVEL 1

I can recognise that the stories of the Presentation in the Temple and Jesus in the Temple are religious stories.

I can use some religious words and phrases to name some things that happen in a Mass.

I can recognise and name some of the things people do in the Sunday celebration. 

I can recognise that the parish family gathers to celebrate in church on Sunday.

I can talk about my experiences and feelings around celebrating with other people. I can say what I wonder about celebrations.
LEVEL 2

I can retell the stories of the Flight into Egypt, The Presentation in the Temple and Jesus in the Temple.

I can use religious words and phrases to describe different ways the parish celebrates liturgically.
I can describe how the parish family gathers for different celebrations.
I can ask and answer questions about different ways of celebrating.
I can talk with my friends about some questions that are difficult to answer about different celebrations I have had.
LEVEL 3

I can use a developing religious vocabulary to give reasons for the religious actions and symbols used in Matrimony and Ordination.

I can give reasons why the Sacraments of Matrimony and Ordination are important for Christians. 

I can talk about, share with others and compare ideas about difficult questions around Marriage and Ordination.
I can make links to show how feelings and beliefs about community celebrations affect my behaviour and that of others.

LEVEL 4

I can show understanding of how belief in the Sacrament of the Sick and a Funeral Mass shapes life. 

I can use religious terms to show an understanding of the Anointing of the Sick and a Funeral Mass. 

I can reflect upon how the decisions I and others make are informed by the beliefs and values in the Sacraments. 

I can engage with the big questions around the Sacrament of the Sick and funerals in the light of religious teaching.
LEVEL 5

I can describe and explain the meaning and purpose of the Anointing of the Sick and a Funeral Mass. 

I can identify similarities and differences between people’s responses to issues around sickness and death because of their beliefs.

I can explain how the beliefs and values in some of the Sacraments inspire and influence me and others.

I can show how belief in the Sacrament of the Sick and a Funeral Mass gives some explanation of the meaning and purpose of human life.
