THANKSGIVING – I CAN STATEMENTS
Level 1

I can talk about thanking people and being thanked.

I know some of the parts of the Mass such as responses, blessing, first reading, Gospel etc 
I know that the Mass is a time for the parish family to say Thank You to Jesus.

I can recognise that the stories of the Last Supper and Jesus and the Children are religious stories.

I can say what I wonder about saying thanks.
Level 2

I can retell the story of the Last Supper.

I can describe how the parish family gathers for Eucharist to give thanks with Jesus.

I can use religious words and phrases to describe some of the things that happen at Mass and know some of the words of the Eucharistic Prayer.

I can ask and answer questions about different ways of giving thanks.
I can talk with my friends about some questions that are difficult to answer about giving thanks.
Level 3

I can make links between the Last Supper story and belief in Eucharist as thanksgiving.

I can use religious words to make links between the Last Supper and the Eucharistic prayer.

I can give reasons why Eucharist is a special way of giving thanks to Jesus. 

I can talk about, share with others and compare ideas about Eucharist. 
I can make links to show how my feelings and beliefs around giving thanks affect my behaviour and that of others.

Level 4

I can show understanding of how some Scripture stories and Church teaching link to belief in Eucharist as a great act of thanksgiving. 

I can show understanding of how Eucharist, the great act of thanksgiving, shapes life and challenges Christians.

I can engage with and respond to the question: ‘Why is Eucharist/thanksgiving a challenge?’ in the light of my learning.
I can show understanding of how thanks are expressed in different parts of the Mass.

I can show how the challenge of Eucharist informs my decisions and those of others.
Level 5
I can source in Scripture and explain Eucharist as a great act of thanksgiving.

I can explain how the beliefs and values expressed in the Eucharist inspire and influence me and others.

I can show how belief in the Eucharist gives some explanation of the meaning and purpose of life.
